1e) Budget details

All applications must specify the amounts in pounds sterling (£) only. Regular grants are awarded for a maximum of £250,000 for up to four years, with a limit of £75,000 for any one year. Regional Seed grants are awarded for a maximum of £60,000 for up to two years. An overall indicative amount divided into components including salary, consumables and travel, and total will suffice at this initial stage of application. Please note that PhD fees are limited to £500 per year. Budgets may include a maximum of 10% for overheads of the institution. Funding is not provided for indirect costs (those not relating to the research grant) such as: purchase of literature or furniture; membership fees to professional societies; recruitment/ relocation expenses; buildings construction or maintenance; non-medical or personal services to patients; per diem charges for hospital beds.
