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Guidelines for Submitting a WCRF International 

Online Outline Application for Grant Cycle 2010-2011
The online application form consists of 4 pages. You should download the template documents that you will need to complete and upload to page 4 of the online form. Once you have completed your application, you will receive an acknowledgement email with a copy of your completed application, confirming receipt. 

Before completing the form please ensure that your proposal meets our pre-eligibility criteria:

· The Principal Investigator should be based at an institution outside of the Americas (Please note: We define the Americas as North America, including the USA and Canada, Central America including the Caribbean, and South America)

· The proposed study should meet the WCRF International general research principles
· The proposed study should meet at least one of the WCRF International specific research priorities

COMPLETING THE ONLINE FORM

Deadline for submission: 11th October 2010

General points

· Please register first – you do not have to complete the entire form at once. You can leave the application form at any time by clicking on the 'Save and Exit' button at the bottom of each page on the form. When you return to the online form home page, you will need to enter your email address and password to review your application.

· All mandatory questions are highlighted with an asterisk (*). You must complete all mandatory questions on each page of the online form before you can move on to the next page (but as mentioned above you can save and exit the application at any stage before the deadline for submission). 
Please note: you will not be able to go back to the previous page until all the mandatory questions have been completed on that page.
· Please use plain text only - symbols will not be recognised in the online form.

· Additional information to help you answer some of the questions can be viewed by clicking on the ? symbol, located to the right hand side of the question.

· As general good practice, if you are using a public or shared computer, you should clear the browser cache before logging off the machine.

Page 1. Main Project Details

Section A. Principal Investigator details

A1-A5. Name and contact details for the Principal Investigator (PI).

A6. Main scientific discipline – please select the PI’s main scientific discipline. 

Section B. Project details

B1. Grant type – for more information on the grant types, please see section 4.2 in the Grant Application Package (GAP) available from www.wcrf.org/research/regular_grant_programme/

B2. Classification – for more information on the grant classification types please refer to section 5.2 of the GAP.
B3. Project title – maximum text length is 255 characters, approximately 30 words.

B4. Total funds required – please note that this must be in pounds sterling.

B5. Length of study – please enter the grant length in months.

B6. Main research priority – for a description of the WCRF International specific research priorities please see section 4.4 of the GAP. Overlapping priorities can be indicated in attachment 1, Main Grant Proposal (page 4 of the online form). 
B7. Relevance to WCRF International – please describe how the proposed study is relevant to WCRF International’s mission and state how it fits within the general research principles and specific research priorities. The maximum limit is 1,000 characters, approximately 150 words.
B8. Breast Cancer Campaign – For UK applicants: If your proposal addresses breast cancer prevention, please indicate whether you would be willing for it to be jointly funded by WCRF UK and BCC, after assessment by both charities' assessment processes.

B9. Please indicate where you saw the WCRF International Grant Programme advertisement.
Page 2. Contact details for co-applicants
Please note that if you are invited to the full application stage you will be able to enter more information about co-applicants and collaborators.
Section C. Co-applicant details

C1-C4. Name, institution and email address for co-applicant 1 – you must enter details for at least one co-applicant.

C5-C8. Name, contact details and main scientific discipline for co-applicant 2 – if you have a second co-applicant, please enter their details.

C9-C12. Name, contact details and main scientific discipline for co-applicant 3 - if you have a third co-applicant, please enter their details.

C13-C16. Name, contact details and main scientific discipline for co-applicant 4 - if you have a fourth co-applicant, please enter their details.

Page 3. Project Abstracts

Section D. Project abstracts and keywords

D1. Scientific Abstract – this must be structured under the following headings: Background, Objectives, Setting & Methods, and Impact. The maximum limit is 3,500 characters, approximately 500 words.

D2. Keywords – please give up to 10 keywords that describe the project.

Page 4. Attachments

Section E. Attachments

E1 and E2. ‘Main Grant Proposal’ and ‘Administrative Forms and Signatures’. Upload your completed attachments on page 4 of the online form. For more details on how to complete your attachments, please see the information below.
COMPLETING THE ATTACHMENTS (before you upload)

General points

· Instructions for how to complete the attachment templates are given in the cover page to each template attachment sent to you by email.

· The completed attachments can be uploaded into the relevant question on page 4 of the online form.

· When uploading the attachments please note that:

· The maximum size for each attachment is 10MB.

· You should only click on the ‘send file’ button once and wait for the file to upload. It may take some time for the documents to be attached – it will take longer the larger the file size.

· You should only click on the ‘send file’ button again if you receive an error message the first time.
· Once you have pressed ‘send file’ you will be unable to see the name of the document that you have attached, so please double check you have attached the correct document before pressing ‘send file’. If you have successfully loaded your document the text above the ‘send file’ button will change from ‘The Main Grant Proposal/Administrative Forms and Signatures has/have failed to upload’ to ‘Main proposal/Administrative Forms and Signatures has/have been successfully uploaded’.

Information you will need to supply
Attachment 1. Main Grant Proposal – You will need to provide the following: specific research priorities covered by the study, hypothesis to be tested, specific objectives and milestones. You will then need to include a description of the study design, including details of the exposure/intervention/population to be studies, the outcome measures, power calculations and analysis. Please also include a brief CV for the PI and one other senior investigator. For the budget section you will need to give estimates under the following headings: salaries, consumables, travel, organisational overheads/other.

Attachment 2. Administrative Forms and Signatures – You will need to provide details and signatures for the PI, Head of Department and Finance Officer.
